Sunday, March 25, 2018 

Triumph and Suffering 
Todayôs Readings: Mark 11:1ï10 or John 
12:12 ï16; Isaiah 50:4 ï7; Psalm 22:8 ï 9, 
17ï18, 19 ï 20, 23 ï 24; Philippians 2:6 ï11; 
Mark 14:1 ð 15:47. As we begin the holiest 
week of the liturgical year, the liturgy is 
filled with emotion. During the past five 
weeks, the Church has taken time to ponder 
Godôs mercy. At the same time, each of us 
has confronted our sin to prepare our hearts 
for the fullness of life promised by the Pas-

chal Mystery of Christ. At the procession the Gospel is filled with ex-
citement as Jesus triumphantly enters Jerusalem. Is this a foreshadow-
ing of the triumph of the Resurrection? Imagine the crowds that might 
have gathered and spread their cloaks as Jesus entered the city. At 
Mass, after the Preface, we still sing ñHosanna! Blessed is he who 
comes in the name of the Lord!ò At every liturgy, Christ, who reigns in 
glory, is present and nourishes us so we should sing Hosanna. 

As the liturgy progresses, the mood changes and we hear the 
passage of the Suffering Servant and the anguish in Psalm 22, which 
both prepare us to hear the story of the Passion. When have you prayed 
the words of Psalm 22? When all of these readings are proclaimed to-
gether, we learn that Christ is the servant who suffered and died for our 
sins. Even though the Passion narrative is filled with sorrow, Markôs 
Gospel account presents us with a strong confirmation that Jesus is the 
Messiah. As we draw closer to Easter, take time to pray with the Pas-
sion, praying for all who suffer that they may rise with Christ.
